Brillantmont International School offers a traditional British programme of studies preparing students for the 
University of Cambridge International Examinations which give access to universities worldwide. The language of 
instruction is English. 
 
In Year 9, the core programme is compulsory. In Years 10 and 11 students must choose at least 6 subjects to study at 
IGCSE level. On successful completion of Year 11 (IGCSE pass at grade C or above), students can enter Year 12 and 
choose a minimum of 3 subjects at AS level. On successful completion of Year 12, students can enter Year 13 and follow 
the A2 component in at least 3 of their year 12 courses.
